2) Category 6, 450 MHz Patch Cables

3) Hubbell Cat 6 patch panels

4) Hubbell two post rack with vertical wire management where required

5) Hubbell four post rack with vertical wire management where required

6) Ladder rack support to wall is required for 2 and 4 post racks

7) Hubbell category 6 modular jacks (Voice – Gray at teacher location only, Data - Black)

8) Raceway will include all cover plates and corners with no exposed cabling.

9) Face plates to match raceway and/or boxes.

We will visit all rooms after initial meeting and attendance at walk through is mandatory to qualify to bid project.  Documents provided by Ogden District.

Sealed bids must be delivered no later than 2:00 pm Mountain Time July 26, 2012 and contain provided RFP number.  Bid must contain itemized listing to verify completeness of proposal.  Scope of Work

The contractor (Telecommunications) shall supply all labor and material for a complete functional system as described herein. It will include installing all cabling, conduit or surface molding, faceplates, boxes,  grounding cables, vertical wire management, rack mounted patch panels, modular jacks, racks, 2 meter category 6 450 MHz patch cables, 50 micron 24 strand fiber with LIU and SC termination.
The contractor shall test, document and warranty system.

Equipment/Hardware
· Provide Hubbell horizontal wire management for MDF and IDF (6 each)

· Add new full height Hubbell 2-post rack with vertical wire management to new IDF

· Hubbell category 6 patch panels

· Hubbell category 6 modular jacks (RJ-45)

· Labeling is required at technology closets (MDF, IDF) and all termination points. Patch panels and jacks.

· 2– 2 meter patch cables, category 6, 450 MHz, per horizontal cable

· 24 Stand, 50 micron fiber cable, SC termination required MDF to IDF

· 19” rack mounted LIU if required (one in each MDF and IDF)

· 6 strand, 50 micron fiber from MDF/IDF to portables RE Unit.  Wall or rack mount FDP.

· Power Pole in Media Center for 12 data drops

Installation Standards/Requirements

· All horizontal cabling will be category 6, 450 MHz plenum cable

· Follow the EIA/TIA 568B standard

· Conduit and or surface molding (no exposed cabling in classrooms except patch cable to device).

· Provide grounding cable to all racks

· Cable support must be provided to specifications in tunnels

· Voice over Ethernet Jack must be Gray (top left jack teacher location only)

· Data Jack must be Black

· All Voice over Ethernet jacks must terminate on their own patch panel
· Horizontal Cabling: Voice cables must have different color than data.

· Pull out old data line while installing new where needed

· All equipment locations specified by Ogden School District Technology Supervisor or Network Engineer only.  No changes without their authorization.

Provide to Classrooms (12 data drops)

· 3, 4 data drop locations to include replacing existing

· Some rooms deviate from standard, follow included documentation
· Provide two meter category 6 patch cables
Provide to Computer Lab

· Replace existing 38 data locations

· Provide two meter category 6 patch cables

Provide to Media Center 

· Add 12 new data drops with power pole to location specified

· Media Coordinator has 4 data to one location

· Provide two meter category 6 patch cables

Provide to all office locations

· One location with 4 data drops unless indicated otherwise on documentation

· Provide two meter category 6 patch cables

Add new IDF in room indicated on documentation

· Provide and install a new Hubbell 2-post rack with vertical wire management, ground wire, and anchored to floor and walls.

· Remove all evidence of IDF wall enclosure in Media Center.

· Provide 6, new horizontal wire management to this IDF.
· Add rack SC terminated LIU to support 24 strand, 50 micron fiber to MDF.  Add LIU to MDF to terminate fiber.

· Fiber must be in plenum inner duct

Kitchen/Multipurpose
· 2, 2 data drop locations in multipurpose room

· 1, 2 data drop location in kitchen office

· Provide two meter category 6 patch cables
Custodians Office
· 1, 4 data drop location to office

· Provide two meter category 6 patch cables

Portables

· Two, 21st labs are already cat 6 (information only)
· Wall mounted RE units are already in place but will require new cat 6 patch panels

· Replace all teacher data drops with 4 new data cat 6 where required

· Add 2-4 data drop locations per portable and now equals a total of 3
