New District Maintenance Facility                     956 20th Street
Ogden City School District (OCSD) is expanding and renovating its central maintenance facility, located at 956 20th Street, Ogden, Utah.  The expansion consists of both new building construction and existing building renovation, to include, 1) 140’ x 60’ x 16’h new metal building used for enclosed vehicle parking, to be constructed immediately north of the existing building, 2) 60’ x 50’x 18’h new metal building addition used for shipping and receiving maintenance materials for the school district, and 3) renovations to the existing building to reconfigure office space for new occupants. The existing facility was originally constructed as an industrial education facility (Occupancy Group E) in the 1960s and is currently used for various facilities support function for OCSD, including maintenance shops supporting OCSD real property operations throughout Ogden City.  The new facilities are planned to be architecturally compatible with the existing brick-faced facility, including matching or complementary colors; and, where possible, textures and architectural features, consistent with the practical requirements and economies for a maintenance facility. The present facility is primarily masonry construction, one story, double-width fire-rated walls, and wood deck on steel joist roof system. The completed site will include paved parking lots, sod and shrub landscaping, and numerous mature trees. Facilities maintenance operations do not generate objectionable odors, dust, smoke or noise. Waste streams consist of normal light-duty shop waste materials, which are contracted for disposal through contract service providers using environmentally approved methods. There is a significant open space surrounding the building perimeter which permits allowable area increase for floor space calculations.
