SCOPE OF SERVICES
The firms/individuals selected will be required to perform all services and duties performed by an external grant/program evaluator as detailed in the approved grant narrative as collaborate with OCSD project staff and identified partnering agencies. The following indicates required services.
Work with project staff and partnering agencies to develop a process and outcome evaluation system that is well prepared and meets the stated requirements for audits, annual and ad hoc progress reports, and 90-day reviews to include:
· Providing technical assistance for OCSD staff;
· Developing reporting system to ensure compliance with the respective funding agencies;
· Evaluating financial activities in terms of return on investment (ROI);
· Evaluating different grant programs or subprogram components;
