1.1 Overview

Notice is hereby given that Ogden City School District is inviting proposals to provide services for Telecommunication – Switches and Wireless. 
Bids will be received by the Board of Education of Ogden City School District.  Bids will be in accordance with specifications prepared by Technology Supervisor. Bids will be accepted for Telecommunications hardware – Switches, and Wireless controllers and access points.  Bid must contain detailed itemized list. 

The Ogden District requires bidding contractors to have Erate SPIN to participate.  This SPIN number must be included on sealed bid document.  This project will follow guidelines and timelines specific to the School and Libraries Division and contingent on all factors.

The Board of Education of Ogden City School District reserves the right to reject any or all bids or to waive any information or technicality in any bid in the interest of the District.  Contractor is liable for damage caused during installation where applicable.  The Board of Education of Ogden City School District reserves the right to terminate this project without cause.

A.  Scope of Work

The contractor / vendor shall supply new hardware, complete with all manufacture warranties and support.  Refurbished / remanufactured hardware is not eligible for this service proposal.  Provider must be eligible to provide hardware under Utah State purchasing contract pricing.  Vendor must be authorized provider.
